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Jesus cameto acity of Samaria, called Sychar, near the field that Jacob
had givento his son Joseph. Jacob’s wellwas there. So Jesus, tired from
the journey, was sitting by the well. It was about noon. A Samaritan
woman cametodrawwater,and Jesus saidtoher, ‘Givemeadrink’...
The Samaritanwomansaidtohim, ‘Howisitthatyou,aJew, askadrink
of me, awoman of Samaria?’ For Jews have no dealings with
Samaritans. Jesus answered her, ‘If you knew the gift of God, and who it
isthatis sayingtoyou, “Give me adrink”, youwould have asked him,
andhewouldhave givenyoulivingwater.” Thewomansaidtohim, ‘Sir,
you have nobucket, and the wellisdeep.
